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Psychometric property of SRRS (Chinese version)

Respondents

276 drug rehabilitees who lived in residential facilities of drug rehabilitation centres
responded to the validation survey. The respondents were ethnic Chinese, recruited from 8
residential centres of drug treatment services. Majority (93%) of respondents were users of
residential detoxification services. All respondents have a history of drug (heroin, ketamine,
midazolam, triazolam, cannabis, MDMA, codeine, methamphetamine or cocaine) abuse. The
respondents comprised 240 males and 36 females, aged 16 to 63 (mean = 35.62, S.D. =
11.89).

Analysis

The original (35-item) SRRS was examined by exploratory factor analysis using unweighted
least square method with varimax rotation to detect its structure. Factors are extracted on
the basis of their eigenvalues and the scree plot. Only those items loading higher than .4

were retained in the analysis, and all cross-loading at higher than .4 were removed.

Eventually 8 items were removed after exploratory factor analysis. The factor analysis
showed a new factor structure with 6 subscales.

The Internal consistency (Cronbach’s alpha) and the inter-subscale correlation of the new
factor structure was checked. The result is presented in table 1.
